3000. Report of the Clerk/ Responsible Financial Officer
 CW reported that now the accounts have been accepted and agreed, DL can sign them and they can be sent off to Audit Wales.
Once DL and CW have agreed the coding, the 2022-23 accounts so far can be put onto Scribe.

3001.   Councillor Co-option

A notice will be put onto the noticeboard and also social media to encourage people to come forward as co-opted Councillors. We hope to start the process next week.
3002. Pollution of Wye

SM believes that the farming industry is getting the blame unjustly for the poor state of the country’s rivers and the untreated sewage is a larger factor. Individual householders need to take responsibility for what they are flushing down the drains and treating their gardens with.
JM stated that so much water washed down the river that the river bed was scoured but it will recover.

An upgrade to the sewage station in Hay would be desirable or preferably a new sewage station. 
GR believes it is a political issue that the Welsh Government needs to look at in order that firms can no longer legally cut corners.
It was decided that JM, AP,SM and RWG will put together a letter to the Minister of the Environment at the Welsh Government which will  be brought back to the Council for approval. 

3003. Report from County Councillor

GR offered his congratulations to the Council for their re-appointment. 
He told the Councillors about his responsibilities at Powys Council and the National Park.
He reported he has asked questions at the Council concerning school meals, daycentres in Hay and the livestock market.
The livestock market will need to be cleaned up before it can be transferred back to Powys County Council.

GR chaired a budget meeting at Powys. The budget  for this year is £301.9 m,

26% school, 25% adult social care, 9% children, 6% education department, 13% corporate services

Capital: £114.4m, Regeneration £36.7 m, Education £27.9m, Council housing £25.6m and Highways/ recycling £14.2m.

Concerning the cemetery, the Councillors asked if someone from planning could come and look at the site. It was suggested that Gareth Jones, the new Director for Planning in BBNPA, be invited.
